Vacation Bible  School

It takes a great deal of planning to hold a successful vacation bible school program. We have been very 
fortunate here at St. Columbkille that the programs over the last three years have flourished thanks to the 
wonderful children, volunteers and the help of our 7th and 8th grade and high school students. If you 
would like to help with this year’s Vacation Bible School, please call the religious education office.  

The Garden Ministry is planning a spring bulb sale, 
“Help St. Columbkille Grow”, that will really attract 
your attention! 
 

Last fall our parish gardeners planted hundreds of 
daffodils, tulips and grape hyacinths in gardens 
around the church. While these flowers are in bloom 
and you can see how they look, the garden ministry 
will be taking orders for three or four different types 
of daffodils and three or four different types of 
tulips.  The “Living Catalogue” flower bulb sale will 
take place for three Sundays in April and May.  
Orders will be taken then and sent to the VanEnglen 
bulb farm in Connecticut.  The garden ministry will 
place the orders, then pack and distribute the bulbs 
in late September or October for fall planting. 

Mary LaPlante said that the bulb sale may raise a little 
money for the Garden Ministry, but the main purpose 
of the sale is to raise awareness of the group and its 
mission to beautify the parish properties. 
 

At their February meeting, the members of the 
Garden Ministry started work on some ambitious 
plans for the spring. The first showcase area will be 
the new garden around the St. Columbkille statue, 
then they will showcase the Prayer Garden.
